The Annual Report was pre-

sented by Utah Works Execu-

tive Director, Steven Mascaro  

showing better than expected 

growth in the first year.  Five to 

seven set-a-side contract awards 

were projected for the first year; 

13 were awarded and 11 re-

mained in place.  It was pro-

jected to have 30 people with 

disabilities employed by these 

new contracts and we have 66 

people employed.  The first year 

total contract revenue paid to 

CRPs was projected at $300,000 

and was over $725,000.
